2. Short Essay on “What Have | Learned in My Leadership and Service Experience”,
maximum two double-spaced pages in Chinese or in English.

3. Letter(s) of Recommendation (minimum one recommendation letter), reflecting the

elements listed in the Selection Criteria above.

Latest School Report Card.

Award Committee to verify applicant’s application (if needed) and to release his/her

essay to the public.

7. Total application package should not exceed six pages (except School Report Card and
Recommendation letter). Application package will not be returned.
